ABOUT IABR
The disciplines of architecture, landscape design, 
and urban design have an essential, pioneering, and 
unifying contribution to make to the radical transitions 
the world is facing as a result of climate change. 
Since the first edition in 2003, the International 
Architecture Biennale Rotterdam (IABR) has been 
drawing attention to the value of research by design. 
In doing so, the pursuit of a healthy and equitable 
ecosystem is always central to the IABR.

The IABR is critical of the footprint of its own 
activities. A CO2 footprint measurement is carried 
out at each edition by New Economy. The aim is 
to improve our performance at subsequent editions.
 
This year’s edition worked with an inventory of 
materials, display structures, equipment and in-house 
skills already available at the Nieuwe Instituut. Very 
few cuts were made to the materials so they can also 
be used in the show immediately after.

For the installations and exhibits, the shipping 
of material was kept to a minimum. One of the main 
collaborators for the prints is Groenprint, a Rotterdam 
company that has achieved CO2-neutral printing. 
Most participants have used or adapted existing work, 
and almost all new material will have a future use 
once the IABR closes.
